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SIERRA MIWUK SCHOLARSHIP

GUIDELINES

The general eligibility, selection and post scholarship requirements for the Sierra Miwuk Scholarship are as
follows:

Eligibility
1. You must be Sierra Miwuk
2. Youmust live in or be from one of the four counties MACT serves (Mariposa, Amador, Alpine, Calaveras

or Tuolumne)
3. You must be enrolled in college or a vocational school

Selection Criteria

1. Complete application in its entirety. Do not leave any items blank.
2. Attach a current class schedule with total number of credits you are enrolled in
3. Ifyou are a returning applicant
a) Must have submitted your previous semester grade report
b) Maintained a 2.0 GPA or greater
c) Fulfilled your credit requirements for the scholarship amount you were previously awarded

Disbursement of Funds

MACT will disburse funds to the Financial Aid office of the college you indicate on your application.

Post Scholarship Requirements

1. It is your responsibility to notify MACT of any and all changes in your schedule.
2. You must maintain a 2.0 GPA or greater.
3. You must submit your final grade report as soon as it becomes available.

Incentive Award

The MACT Health Board, Inc., offers an incentive for perseverance and determination. When you submit your
final grade report, you will be awarded $20 per unit, for every “B” or greater. The incentive money will be
disbursed once a year, in June. The money will be mailed directly to the address on your application and has no
provisions.

Note: If you are attending a vocational school, you will be awarded incentive money when you complete the program.
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
